Gifted and Talented Program Screening of Students to Begin Soon

Gifted and Talented students are those who excel consistently or who show the potential to excel in any one or combination of the following areas: general intellectual ability, specific subject matter aptitude, creative and productive thinking ability, leadership ability, ability in the visual and performing arts, and psychomotor ability.  These students require educational experience beyond those normally provided by the regular school program.

The Gifted and Talented Program is designed for potentially gifted students.  This program seeks a match between a child’s academic abilities and the curriculum and instruction appropriate to challenge those abilities.


Students can be nominated by their teachers, parents, or themselves.  If a parent wants to nominate his or her child to be screened for the Gifted and Talented Program, the parent needs to contact the school principal or counselor by October 3.  Permission to test will be elicited from parents of all nominees.
